How to Connect the Auxiliary Battery Connector (of External Battery Pack)
to the EXPLORER XT

The external battery pack (to be connected to the Explorer XT thru the auxiliary
port) is used in case the stored power is not enough for the photo shoot. The
Explorer XT has an automatic switch offer circuit design from the internal battery
to the external battery pack.

1.
The blue socket located at the back of the
Explorer XT is the slot that will connect the
Explorer XT to an external battery pack
thru a battery connector.

CAUTION: TURN OFF THE EXPLORER XT UNIT PRIOR TO CONNECTING
THE EXPLORER XT TO THE EXTERNAL BATTERY PACK.

To insert it properly, make sure that the
grooves on the female socket are properly
aligned with the ridges on the connector.

Insert the connector.

Rotate the connector clockwise. Make
sure that the “clicking” sound is heard.
This indicates that the connector is
properly connected and secured.




How to Remove the Auxiliary Battery Connector (oft  he External Battery
Pack) from the EXPLORER XT

CAUTION: TURN OFF THE EXPLORER XT UNIT PRIOR TO
DISCONNECTING THE EXPLORER XT FROM THE EXTERNAL BAT TERY
PACK.

Using the thumb, press the silver portion
of the connector backward to release the
lock.
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Rotate it counterclockwise. (Note that
when you connect, it was rotated
clockwise, hence, to unlock it, rotate
counterclockwise.)

Pull the connector slowly.
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
